James Fedewa, owner is requesting a non-use variance to construct an addition on the rear of the
existing home. The property is 50 feet wide and 132 feet deep. The property is 6,600 square feet
and is zoned R-1, Single Family Residential.

Section 78-190 references that the minimum side yard setback is 6 feet. The applicant is
proposing a side yard setback of 3 feet for the addition. A variance of 3 feet is required.

Please note, the owner has clarified that the existing garage will be demolished at the time the
addition is constructed, If the garage were to stay in the existing location, an additional
variance would be required.
